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      Introduction

In everyday academic and workplace settings, ideas often lose clarity when they move from the mind to spoken words, leading to misunderstandings and ineffective communication.This activity encourages participants to organize their thoughts, choose the right words, and express ideas clearly under time pressure. It also emphasizes the importance of active listening, as accurate understanding depends not only on how messages are delivered but also on how they are received.Through this challenge, participants experience how clarity, confidence, and simplicity play a crucial role in effective communication. The activity creates a fun yet insightful environment that helps participants recognize common communication barriers and learn practical ways to overcome them.
Description of the Event
[bookmark: _heading=h.zfehrkdo1bur]Participants are divided into small teams. One participant from each team is given a word, sentence, or concept by the facilitator. The participant must first think and mentally structure the message before explaining it verbally to their team without writing, showing, or using gestures.
The speaker is given a limited amount of time to communicate the idea clearly. Team members listen carefully and try to understand and repeat the message exactly as intended. Any confusion, misinterpretation, or loss of meaning is noted.
After each round, teams discuss what caused misunderstandings—such as unclear wording, overthinking, nervousness, or poor listening. Roles are then rotated so every participant experiences both speaking and listening responsibilities.
The activity continues for multiple rounds with increasing complexity of messages, helping participants practice clarity of thought, effective verbal expression, and active listening under pressure
 Outcomes of the Activity
· Participants develop clarity of thought before speaking.
· Improved verbal communication skills and structured expression of ideas.
· Enhanced active listening and attention to details.
· Better understanding of how miscommunication occurs in real-life situations.
· Increased confidence while speaking under time pressure.
· Improved ability to simplify complex ideas for better understanding.
· Strengthened team coordination and collaboration.
· Awareness of the importance of choosing the right words to convey the intended message.
